Starters 

1. Blinn College, Texas 11-1 Won ‘09 National Title with 31-26 win over Fort Scott. Blinn owns 
two championships under HC Brad Franchione (2006, 2009). 3 Off. / 5 Def. 

2. Arizona Western College 9-2 
Won the WSFL Championship and appeared in Miss. Bowl. Re-
turns one of the best offensive players in the country (R. Bullock) 
and returns the most starters of any team in the Top 10.  

8 Off. / 8 Def. 

3.  Fort Scott Community College, Kan. 11-1 Won the KJCCC for first time in 35 years and finished No. 2 in the 
final ’09 poll. The Greyhounds are 29-6 in 3 yrs under HC Jeff Sims. 1 Off. / 1 Def. 

4. Navarro College, Texas 11-1 
The Bulldogs are 21-2 under HC Nick Bobeck the past two years 
and the lone two losses are to Blinn in the SWJCFC title game. 
Navarro defeated Miss Gulf Coast in the ‘09 Heart of Texas Bowl.

5. Mississippi Gulf Coast Community College 9-3 
Winners of the MACJC South Division the last three years, Miss 
Gulf Coast returns 22 players off last year’s team that fell to 
Navarro in the Heart of Texas Bowl.  

3 Off. / 3 Def. 

6. Butler Community College, Kan. 8-3 
After winning the national title in ‘07 and ‘08, the Grizzlies suffered 
three losses for the first time since 1996. Butler returns 18 players 
off last year’s team, but just two starters.

7. East Mississippi Community College 11-1 
The Lions won the MACJC title for the first time in school history last year 
due to the tremendous play of QB Randall Mackey. His loss will make it 
tough for EMCC to repeat last year’s success.  

2 Off. / 5 Def. 

8. Snow College, Utah 10-2 
The Badgers’ run in the WSFL was stopped by Arizona Western, but Snow 
returns plenty of talent to get back on top of the league standings. The 
Badgers defeated Grand Rapids in last year’s Top of the Mtn. Bowl. 

4 Off. / 8 Def. 

9. Ellsworth Community College, Iowa 8-3 
Ellsworth won the MFC West Division and handled Central Lakes in 
the ‘09 Graphic Edge Bowl. All MFC West teams finished with 
winning records last season. 

5 Off. / 3 Def. 

10. Grand Rapids Community College, Mich. 9-2 
One of GRCC’s two losses was a forfeit, thus the team essentially 
went into the postseason undefeated. The team was very young 
last year and welcomes back 11 starters. 

6 Off. / 5 Def. 

11. Hutchinson Community College, Kan. 7-4 
The Blue Dragons won a bowl game for the first time in five years 
with a win over NM Military in the Salt City Bowl. HCC has a chance 
to challenge for the KJCCC title with 14 starters returning. 

4 Off. / 10 Def. 

12. Iowa Central Community College 6-3 The Tritons will be formidable this season with the return of 9 
starters and 18 total players from last year’s 6-3 campaign.  4 Off. / 5 Def. 

13. Pearl River Community College, Miss. 6-3 
Pearl River missed the MACJC playoffs for just the second time in 9 
seasons. The MACJC South Div. will again be a challenge but 
PRCC has 19 players returning this season to put up a better fight.  

7 Off. / 6 Def. 

14. Tyler Junior College, Texas 7-3 
The Apaches were clearly the third best team in the SWJCFC last 
season and will try to knock off Blinn and Navarro this season with 
an experienced squad highlighted by 17 returning starters. 

9 Off. / 8 Def. 

15. Dean College, Mass. 9-2 
Dean will be going for its fourth-straight NFC title this year. The 
Bulldogs fell to Glendale in the Valley of the Sun Bowl in ‘09, but 
returns 10 starters from last year’s team.  

6 Off. / 4 Def. 

16. Eastern Arizona College 8-3 EAC has won eight or more games for three straight seasons. The 
Gila Monsters again led the nation in team rushing (358 yds/game) 6 Off. / 3 Def. 

17. Georgia Military College 6-4 
A tough schedule proved to be too much for a young Ga. Military 
team in ‘09. This season HC Bert Williams will try and right the ship 
with 12 returning starters, including All-American A. Mitchum (LB). 

4 Off. / 8 Def. 

18. Coffeyville Community College, Kan. 7-4 The Red Ravens look to restore the luster of their program this 
season after winning the North Star Bowl in ‘09.  3 Off. / 4 Def. 

19. Jones County Junior College, Miss. 6-4 The Bobcats finished second in the MACJC South Div. last year but 
fell in the first round of the conf. playoffs.  5 Off. / 5 Def. 

20. Rochester Community & Tech. College, Minn. 10-2 The MCAC title looks again to be a battle between Rochester and 
Central Lakes. Both teams return a lot of talent.  4 Off. / 3 Def. 

21. Lackawanna College, Pa. 5-4 Finished second in the NFC last year. Returns 12 starters and 21 
total players from 2009. 6 Off. / 6 Def. 

22. Northwest Mississippi Community College 6-3 Made a great late season run, but did not make MACJC Playoffs 
last year. Led all teams with 323 passing yards a game.  5 Off. / 5 Def. 

23. Iowa Western Community College 5-4 In its first year of NJCAA Football, the Reivers posted a winning record. 
They return 26 players from ‘09, including 10 starters. 6 Off. / 4 Def. 

24. Central Lakes College, Minn. 10-2 The MCAC title looks again to be a battle between Rochester and 
Central Lakes. Both teams return a lot of talent.  6 Off. / 4 Def. 

25. Coahoma Community College, Miss. 6-4 The Tigers advanced to the MACJC playoffs for the first time in 
school history with a second place finish in the North Division. 8 Off. / 7 Def.
